Students

State college/university students hail from all parts of New Jersey and beyond. They are of all ages, races and
ethnic groups.About 96% of undergraduates at the eight traditional institutions are residents of New Jersey
Approximately 70% of these undergraduate students aréirhdt many work and attend college. State college/
university students tend to stay in New Jersey after graduation; roughly three out of four of all alumni currently
reside in the Garden State.

Distinctiveness as Public Institutions

A Public colleges are part of the history and foundation of American demoenabich requires broad
dissemination of knowledge necessary for citizens to make informed decisions.

A These colleges and universities serve the public gdoyldefinition. State colleges must serve students as
well as the emerging needs of the entire state.

A They must provide broad access and uphold, in practice, sacred American constitutional rights such as
freedom of speech and freedom of association.

A The state colleges and universities are directly accountable to the public through citizen boards of trustees.

Some Shared Characteristics

A The vast majority of their students are taking courses toward the attainment of a degree (a major area of
difference from most community colleges).

A Their studentgxperience topnotch teaching and mentoring Typically, this involves small classes and
close interaction with highly credentialed scholars.

A Other common characteristics include: students who have demonstrated that thelprepared for
college work degrees that argell-respected strengths in particular academic aregsat value various
financial aid opportunities; strong links with other institutions; and, deep commitmenetpal
opportunity .

Factl: New Jersey state colleges and wuniversities rank
institutions.

Fact 2: Over 90% of state college/university students are New Jerseyans. During the past decade, minority
enrollment, fulltime enrollment, and residential enroliment, and retention and graduation rates have
increased despite declining state support.

Fact 3: Major gifts and grants to the state colleges and universities have increased significantly, with some of the

Fact 4: The average state devotes 10.5% of its budget to higher education, whereas New Jersey devotes only
7.5%, according to a National Association of State Budget Officers analysis.

Fact5: Wit h declining state investment, studentsd share
30%, since FY 1990.

Fact 6: The share of family disposable income needed to pay for college has risen to 16%, from 9%, since FY
1991.

Fact 7: Underfunding of stateegotiated labor contracts since FY 1997 amounts to about $200 million absorbed
by the colleges/universities, or passed on to students in the form of higher tuition and fees.

Fact 8: New Jersey has no capital budget for higher education facilities. No significant general obligation bond
investment has been passed since 1988.

Fact9: Tui tion is among the highest in the nation (top
failure to pay for mandated costs, especially the full cost of labor contracts.

Fact 10:New Jersey state colleges and universities have among the highest debt service in theyegkimh
bond rating; and bond agencies find the debt to
regulation that could turn back the clock on responsible enrollment and financial policy set by boards of
trustees.

Fact 11: The public has confidence in state college trustee boards. A 2005 scientific poll indicates that New
Jerseyans trust nonpartisan boards of trustees of each institution, byt@doermargin, over state
government, to oversee new investment in higher education. A foltopoll in 2007 found that likely
voters, by a fivedo-one margin, say greater involvement by Trenton will resuthd@ne, not less political
intrusion.

Fact 12:New Jersey ranks 46n the nation in fouyear public college/university enrollment capacity
(undergraduate seats) to serve its citizens, partially accounting for New Jersey rémiatigrially in net
loss of college bound students (close to 30,000 annually).

Ten years ago, the New Jersey Association of State Colleges and Universities undertook a major effort to make the

public more aware of the challenges ahead concerningyarrpublic higher education opportunity. ASCU has

Context
The following information puts the urgent need to grow state college/university enrollment into context:
A Applications for fall 2008 reachedracord high for the fourth straight year.
The eight institutions received 54,091 applications fortfull me, fr eshman st atus & or
10,500 freshman slots. The volume of transfer students is also very high, in part because of close
relationships with the county colleges. (See Admissions section for more details, page 28.)
A New Jersey ranks abo6" in the nation in public, fouyear college/university enroliment capacity on a
per capitabasis. The state also hastha t i o n 6 set dutmigratiersof collegebound high school
graduates.
A This decade, Ne w J e rgseatgstinbreases io aneual prbdudtidm ef highas¢choob n 6 s
graduates. This year, there will be nearly 100,000 New Jersey public high school graduates, with similar
size graduating classes in years 2Q007 (numbers in the 1990s were in the 70,000 range).
Demographers have indicated that there will be growing portions of minority students and students from
low-income families.
A Studies in other stat@sfor example, one by the Southern Technology Coéinbdve shown that students

are far more likely to start their careers in the state where they attend high school if they also complete
college studies in that same state. This is an important consideration in light of predicted professional
workforce shortages in areas such as education, accounting, and health care.
